TO: The Honorable James Bennett, Chair, and Members of City Council

SUBJECT: A Resolution amending City Council Resolution No. 1993-186, concerning the
appointment, composition, and term of members of the State Housing Initiatives Partnership
(“SHIP”) Affordable Housing Advisory Committee (“Committee™) to provide, in accordance with
F.S. 420.9076, that the committee size shall be eleven members, to be appointed by the Mayor and
confirmed by City Council for a three year term; and to provide that the Committee submit a triennial
report; providing that all provisions of Resolution No. 1993-186 not amended herein shall remain in
full force and effect; repealing Resolution No. 99-160; waiving the policy set forth in Resolution
No.88-616 that citizens who serve on city committees can serve on no more than one committee at a
time for Jeff Rogo and Bob Rowan; confirming the Mayor’s appointments to the Committee; and
providing an effective date.

EXPLANATION:

On March 4, 1993, City Council adopted Resolution No. 1993-186, which set forth the requirements
concerning Appointment, Composition, and Term of Members of the State Housing Initiatives
Partnership (“SHIP”) Affordable Housing Advisory Committee (AHAC) (“Committee™). The
original size of the Committee was nine (9) members and the original Committee was comprised of
members of the Housing Roundtable. The purpose of the Committee was to review established
policies and procedures, ordinances, land development regulations, and the Comprehensive Plan of
the City and to make recommendations to City Council on specific incentives to encourage
affordable housing. City Council then amended the local housing assistance plan (LHAP) to include
the local housing incentive plan which adopted two of the recommended strategies. The Committee
had then fulfilled its purposes under the SHIP regulations, and was not required to meet again.

During the 2007 Legislative session, House Bill 1375 was approved which resulted in an amendment
of Florida Statute 420.9076 which requires the City to increase the size of the Committee to eleven
(11) members, appoint all required members by June 30, 2008, and requires the Committee to review
the previously recommended incentive strategies, approve any additional incentive strategies, and
submit a report to City Council by December 31, 2008. The City Council is then required to
consider the recommendations for possible amendment of the LHAP. The Committee must then
review the implementation of previously recommended strategies and approve any additional
strategy recommendations triennially thereafter.

One of the categories for membership on the Committee is for a citizen to represent essential
services personnel, as defined in the LHAP. The City’s LHAP was amended by City Council on
April 17, 2008 to establish this definition, and therefore the City Code can now be amended to
expand the Committee to include this category of membership (see June 5™ public hearing item).
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The Administration has received applications and resumes from interested citizens who would like to
participate in the process and needs to have a Committee in place by June 30, 2008 in order to
comply with the SHIP program requirements. The Mayor has reviewed the applications and resumes
and requests that City Council confirm the appointment of the following residents to serve a term of
three years or until a new Committee member is appointed, whichever occurs first:

* Mr. Ken Rush (Habitat for Humanity) representing the residential home building industry
in connection with affordable housing category.

* Ms. Majorie Burdine (SunTrust), representing the banking or mortgage industry in
connection with affordable housing category.

* Mr. Don Strobel (National Association of Remodeling Industries), representing those
areas of labor engaged in home building in connection with affordable housing,.

* Mr. Bob Rowan (St. Petersburg NHS), as an advocate for low-income persons in
connection with affordable housing.

* Mr. Brian Smith (General Home Development), representing the for-profit provider of
affordable housing category.

* Mr. Jack Humburg (Boley Centers), representing the not-for profit provider of affordable
housing category.

* Mr. Mike Mayo (Pinellas Realtor Association), representing those who are actively
engaged as a real estate professional in connection with affordable housing.

* Mr. Jeff Rogo (Bay Area Apt. Association), who serves on the local planning agency
pursuant to Florida Statute 163.3174, the City’s Planning & Visioning Commission.

* Ms. Rene Robinson-Flowers (Neighborly Care), as a citizen who resides within the City
of St. Petersburg.

* Mr. Tim Strouse (All Children’s Hospital), representing employers within the City of St.
Petersburg.

* Ms. Melisa Seixas (Progress Energy), representing essential services personnel, as
defined in the local housing assistance plan.

RECOMMENDATION: ,

The Administration recommends that City Council adopt the attached resolution amending City
Council Resolution No. 1993-186, concerning the appointment, composition, and term of members
of the State Housing Initiatives Partnership (“SHIP™) Affordable Housing Advisory Committee
(“Committee”) to provide, in accordance with F.S. 420.9076, that the committee size shall be eleven
members, to be appointed by the Mayor and confirmed by City Council for a three year term, and to
provide that the Committee submit a triennial report; providing that all provisions of Resolution No.
1993-186 not amended herein shall remain in full force and effect; repealing Resolution No. 99-160;
waiving the policy set forth in Resolution No.88-616 that citizens who serve on city committees can
serve on no more than one committee at a time for Jeff Rogo and Bob Rowan; confirming the
Mayor’s appointments to the Committee; and providing an effective date.

submit a report to City Council by December 31, 2008; and

structure of the Committee; and

WHEREAS, City Council Resolution No. 99-160 established the Housing Roundtable
whose duties have been transferred to the Committee, the Consolidated Plan Committee, and the
Housing Services Committee; and

WHEREAS, the Administration has received applications for membership to the
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Committee and needs to have a Committee in place by June 30, 2008 in order to meet the State
of Florida’s requirements; and
