SUBJECT: Ordinance Designating a Portion of the Downtown Area as a “Clean Zone” for
Major League Baseball’s World Series Event

RECOMMENDATION:  The Administration recommends approval

Background:

The Tampa Bay Rays were advised by Major League Baseball (MLB) of its desire to have any
team in contention for post season play to take necessary steps to implement a “Clean Zone”
during a team’s post season play. The Rays have referred this request to the City with the
modification that any such regulations only apply to the 2008 World Series, if the Rays are a
participant. The American League’s representative in the World Series should be known on or
before October 20, 2008.

The concept of a “Clean Zone” has long been associated in connection with major national
sporting events in order to regulate temporary commercial activities, prevent illegal activity and
enhance the aesthetic qualities of the area surrounding the event. The City enacted a similar
ordinance at the request of the NCAA for the 1999 Final Four tournament at the Trop and has
annually approved a Clean Zone since 2004 for the area adjacent to the Grand Prix race circuit
which is in effect during race week. The geographic area governed by these proposed
regulations is generally between 8" and 19" Streets and between 1% Avenue North and 6%
Avenue South.

The attached ordinance would only apply in the event the Rays reach the World Series. The City
Administration and the Tampa Bay Rays did not wish to prematurely forward an ordinance for
consideration until the Rays had achieved some of the preliminary milestones necessary to play
in the World Series. Furthermore, we have continued to work through the substantive issues of
the ordinance with Major League Baseball up until the release of these materials. The October
16 Council meeting is the final meeting date to take action prior to the start of the World Series.

Administration recommends approval of the attached ordinance.
