RE: Amendments to Chapter 13, Fire Code

Chapter 13 of the City Code is the Fire Code for the City and contains all the fire
prevention and protection requirements and-authorizations necessary for the Fire
Department to enforce the State Fire and Life Safety Codes and to enforce other fire
related City Codes. !

This Chapter has not been substantially amended since the late 60’s or early 70’s.
Some regulations have been preempted by State Law (particularly relating to
smoking and fireworks). The State has created the Florida Fire Prevention Code
which has adopted various standards, codes and references. The existing Code
implements the 1985 edition of the Life Safety Code, this amendment would update
that regulation to the current Life Safety Codes. This amendment also updates
internal procedures with respect to the enforcement of the Fire Codes and methods
of appeals. It also removes ambiguous or inconsistent terminology and removes
duplicative regulations and procedures.

These amendments would be undertaken as part of the update and recodification of
the City Code which has been authorized by City Council. The adoption of this
ordinance will eliminate the need for the Municipal Code Corporation to review and
update this Chapter thereby reducing some of the cost for the recodification. These
changes do not substantively change any requirements or procedures which the Fire
Department currently uses.
