Meeting of January 8, 2009

TO: The Honorable Chair and Members of City Council

SUBJECT: An ordinance amending the Enterprise Zone Development Agency
Sections 2-301 through 2-307 of the St. Petersburg City Code to be consistent with
current State law; making minor technical corrections; adding alternate commissioners;
and providing for an effective date.

EXPLANATION:  On April 20, 1995, pursuant to the Florida Enterprise Zone Act
(Florida Statutes, Chapter 290), City Council adopted Ordinance 194-G, creating the
Enterprise Zone Development Agency for the City of St. Petersburg (“EZDA”) and
appointing its initial Board of Commissioners. The EZDA is responsible for assisting
in the implementation of the Enterprise Zone (see map) strategic plan; overseeing and
monitoring the implementation of the Enterprise Zone strategic plan; identifying and
recommending ways to remove regulatory barriers; and identifying the financial
resources or assistance available to eligible businesses in the Enterprise Zone.

Florida Statutes require that the EZDA have between eight (8) and thirteen (13)
Commissioners and include representation from the following: a chamber of commerce,
a private industry council, a nonprofit community-based organization, residents of the
area, businesses operating within the Enterprise Zone, a financial or insurance
business, a local code enforcement agency, and a local law enforcement agency. In
addition, members of the City Council may be included. Ordinance 194-G originally
established an EZDA Board (“Board”) consisting of eleven (11) members; however,
on October 23, 1997, City Council approved Ordinance 299-G which expanded the
Board to thirteen (13) members. EZDA Commissioners serve four (4) year staggered
terms and in accordance with Ordinance 194-G must be appointed by resolution of the
City Council. A vacancy occurring during a term shall be filled for the unexpired
term. City Council is also required to designate a Chair and Vice-Chair from among
the Commissioners.

In an effort to ensure that a quorum will be present at future EZDA meetings, the
EZDA Commissioners unanimously recommended the creation of two alternate
commissioner positions at its September 10, 2008 meeting.  Each alternate
commissioner shall be appointed for an initial term of two (2) years, expiring on
4/20/2011. Thereafter, each alternate commissioner shall be appointed for a term of
four (4) years to be consistent with regular commissioner terms. An alternate
commissioner shall serve in the place of a regular commissioner during an EZDA
meeting in the absence of a regular commissioner or when a regular commissioner
cannot vote upon an item of business due to a conflict of interest. When participating
in the place of a regular commissioner, an alternate commissioner shall have all the
rights and responsibilities of a regular commissioner and shall be eligible to vote.
Alternate commissioners shall not be eligible to vote unless they are serving in place of
a regular commissioner (i.e., if a regular commissioner is absent or prohibited from



voting due to a conflict of interest). Alternate commissioners shall be allowed to
participate in all matters considered by the EZDA regardless of whether they are
eligible to vote on the matter under consideration.

Lastly, Florida Statutes, Chapter 290 has been amended from time to time by the
Legislature. This ordinance amends Ordinance 194-G to be consistent with the current
changes made to the Florida Enterprise Zone Act.

RECOMMENDATION: Administration recommends approval of the attached
Ordinance.

ORDINANCE NO.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE ENTERPRISE ZONE
DEVELOPMENT AGENCY SECTIONS 2-301 THROUGH
2-307 OF THE ST. PETESRBURG CITY CODE TO BE
CONSISTENT WITH CURRENT STATE LAW; MAKING
MINOR  TECHINICAL CORRECTIONS; ADDING
ALTERNATE COMMISSIONERS; AND PROVIDING FOR
AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

NOW THEREFORE THE CITY OF ST.PETERSBURG DOES ORDAIN:

Section One. Sections 2-301 through 2-307 of the St. Petersburg City Code are hereby
amended to read as follows:

Section 2-301. Created; jurisdiction.

Pursuant to the Florida Enterprise Zone Act provisions of the Florida Statute §290.0056 an
Enterprise Zone Development Agency (“Agency”) is hereby created. The Enterprise-Zone
Development Agency will perform an essential public function and will have jurisdiction over
the areas designated by City Council as Enterprise Zones.

Section 2-302. Appointments; terms. It is the intent of the City Council that

appointments to the Agency generally reflect the gender and ethnic composition of the
community as a whole. At least one representative shall- may be appointed for each of
the followmg categones Two (2) alternate commissioners may also be appomted aﬁd—the

illhefeafter—-a All terms shall be four years and commissioners including alternate commissioners
shall be appointed by resolution of the City Council. Each new regular or alternate commissioner
shall be allowed to participate in all matters considered by the Agency but shall be prohibited
from voting prior to receiving and completing new commissioner training, which shall be
provided by the POD following appointment of the commissioners.

B) Alternates. Each alternate commissioner shall be appointed for an initial term of two (2) vears
expiring on 4/20/2011. Thereafter, each alternate commissioner shall be appointed for a term of

four (4) vears. An alternate commissioner shall serve in the place of a regular commissioner
during an Agency meeting in the absence of a regular commissioner or when a regular
commissioner cannot vote upon an item of business due to a conflict of interest. When
participating in the place of a regular commissioner, an alternate commissioner shall have all the
rights and responsibilities of a regular commissioner and shall be eligible to vote. Alternate

commissioners shall not be eligible to vote unless they are serving in place of a regular
commissioner (i.e., if a regular commissioner is absent or prohibited from voting due to a
conflict of interest). Alternate commissioners shall be allowed to participate in all matters
considered by the Agency regardless of whether they are eligible to vote on the matter under
consideration.

Q©). Removal. The City Council may remove a commissioner or alternate commissioner for
inefficiency, neglect of duty, or misconduct in office. If City Council considers such removal it
may do so only after a hearing and only if the commissioner has been given a copy of the




charges at least 10 days prior to the hearing and has an opportunity to be heard in person or by
counsel.

Section 2-304. Quorum; officers.

A majority of the commissioners including alternate commissioners sitting in place of regular
commissioners shall constitute a quorum for the purpose of conducting business and exercising
the powers of the Agency. Action may be taken by the Agency upon a vote of a majority of the
commissioners present. The City Council shall designate a chair and vice chair from among the
commissioners.

Section 2-305. Powers and responsibilities.
The Agency shall have the following powers and responsibilities:
a) To assist in the development,and implementation, and annual review and update of the
strategic plan or measurable goals.
b) To oversee and monitor the implementation of the strategic plan_or measurable goals.
The agency shall make quarterly reports to the Mayor and City Council evaluating the
progress implementing the strategic plan_or measurable goals.
¢) To identify and recommend to the City Council ways to remove regulatory barriers.
d) To identify to the City Council the financial needs of, and local resources or assistance
available to eligible businesses in the enterprise zone.
e) To assist in promoting the enterprise zone incentives to residents and businesses within
the enterprise zone.

f) To recommend boundary changes, as appropriate, in the enterprise zone to City Council.

g) To work with organizations affiliated with Florida Agricultural and Mechanical
University, the University of Florida, and the University of South Florida, a group of

universities unofficially named the ‘“University Partnership of Community
Development,” or similar organizations that have combined their resources to provide
development consulting on a non-profit basis.

h) To work with Enterprise Florida, Inc., and the Office of Tourism, Trade, and Economic
Development to ensure that the enterprise zone coordinator receives training on an
annual basis.

The City Council reserves to itself all other powers and responsibilities including those
enumerated in Florida Statutes Section 290.0056 (9) and (10);-3994).

Section 2-306. Reports.

a) Prior to December 1, of each year, the Agency shall submit to the Cemmeree
Department Office of Tourism, Trade, and Economic Development and-the-Mayeor
and-City-Ceuneil a complete detailed written report setting forth:

1) Its operations and accomplishments during the fiscal year,

2) The accomplishments and progress concerning the implementation
of the strategic plan_or measurable goals, and any updates to the
strategic plan or measurable goals,




3) The number and types of businesses assisted by the agency during
the fiscal year,

4) The number of jobs created within the zone during the fiscal year,

5) The usage and revenue impact of state and local incentives granted
during the calendar year, and

6) Any other information required by the Commeree-Department Office
of Tourism, Trade, and Economic Development the-Mayoror-City
Couneil.

b) Prior to March 31, of each year, the Agency shall submit to the Auditor-General-and
the Mayor and City Council a written report setting forth its activities for the
preceding year which shall include a complete financial statement setting forth its
assets, liabilities, income and operating expenses as of the end of the fiscal year. The
Agency shall make the report available for inspection during the business hours in the
office of the Agency.

Section 2-307. Reserved. —Division-to-be-null-and-veidi-when—In-the-eventthatthe-area

Section Two. This ordinance reaffirms the previous creation of the Enterprise Zone
Development Agency and its resolutions.

Section Three. The words in underlined type are additions to the existing Ordinance
194-G and words in struek-through type are deletions.

Section Four. The provisions of this ordinance shall be deemed severable. If any
portion of this ordinance is deemed unconstitutional, it shall not affect the constitutionality of
any other portion of this ordinance.

Section Five. Effective Date. In the event this ordinance is not vetoed by the Mayor in
accordance with the City Charter, it shall become effective upon the fifth business day after
adoption unless the Mayor notifies the City Council through written notice filed with the City
Clerk that the Mayor will not veto the ordinance, in which case the ordinance shall take effect
immediately upon filing such written with the City Clerk. In the event this ordinance is vetoed
by the Mayor in accordance with the City Charter, it shall not become effective unless and until
the City Council overrides the veto in accordance with the City Charter, in which case it shall
become effective immediately upon a successful vote to override the veto.
