Subject: Awarding three-year blanket purchase agreements to Apollo Construction &
Engineering Services, Inc. and Third Generation Plumbing and Mechanical Co. Inc. for
plumbing services and repairs at an estimated annual cost of $156,092.

Explanation: The Purchasing Department received four bids for plumbing services and repairs
to cover facilities leased and owned by the city.

The vendors will provide services such as repair and replacement of valves, seals and washers,
drains, waste and water pipes, fire sprinkler lines, water heaters, toilets, faucets, sinks and
opening stopped drains. The primary users are Capital Improvements, Downtown Enterprise
Facilities, Fire and Rescue, Golf Courses, Libraries, Parks, Police, Real Estate & Property
Management, Recreation, Sanitation and Water Resources departments.

Bidders were asked to provide labor rates on a time and materials basis. The labor rates include
labor, travel, tools, equipment and overhead. The material will be billed at cost plus 15 percent.
Multiple awards are recommended due to the diverse scope and quantity of work. This will
ensure that vendors are available when and where they are needed.

The Purchasing Department recommends for award:

Third Generation Plumbing and Mechanical Co. Inc. 72,650

The vendors have met the terms and conditions of Bid No. 6825 dated May 26, 2009. Apollo
Construction & Engineering Services, Inc. has done business with the city in the past and has
performed satisfactorily. Third Generation Plumbing and Mechanical Co. Inc., a Tampa based
company, has been in business for 5 years with annual sales of at least $2 million and has
performed satisfactorily for Pasco County School Board and Tampa International Airport.
Blanket purchase agreements will be issued and will be binding only for actual services
rendered. The contracts will be effective from date of award through September 30, 2012.
